Please remember to follow the rules for the camp ground. Keep in mind that we want to be gladly welcomed back. 

1.There will be no unauthorized vehicles in the camp sites.

The vehicles are permitted to be unloaded at the camp site and than parked  in the assigned parking areas across the dirt road from the campsites.  If the ground is wet on Fri. and Sun. please be very careful not to leave ruts in the field.  Please do not make any holes in the ground.

2.  Please remember there is no liquid fuel allowed so be prepared to do all cooking on a propane stove or coleman grill incase of a fire ban. 

3.  There are no on ground fires allowed. All fires must be in an off - ground  fire ring.  Most sites have a permanent fire ring already there. 
4. No RV’s or campers of any kind are allowed. 

5. Any spare time recreational activities such as foot ball, base ball, etc. need to be conducted in an open field away from campsites. Respect other outposts campsites and equipment. 

6. CAMP SPEED LIMIT WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED! Sign posted at beginning of camp.
